MBIS
buys these irises, and has an experienced grower cultivate them as door prize
irises. If you come to all the meetings during one year, you would get about 10
of these newer irises a year... theoretically about $300—-$400 worth of 2 year
old, recent irises. Diane was chosen to grow them this year because she has space
in her garden. She has about 80 of these “door prize” irises for the 2025 picnic
growing in her yard right now. They cost the club about $4800, and members
will get them at the July picnic. Any left over from door prizes or a Regional
would be raffled off at the picnic.

Regional Gatherings are a yearly event, and clubs rotate the responsibility
around the Northern California Region. A Regional is an opportunity for
nationally known hybridizes to send their best irises for a bigger, more high
stakes audience. The chosen gardens need to accommodate about 125 Iris,

and experienced growers get about 18 months to grow the newest, best irises.
Perhaps most importantly, the club and growers can keep the irises. So, if we do
the regional, we will not need to buy new irises for 2027. This will save the club

have. I have three cans). I don’t reccommend you put them in
a compose pile since they might have a disease. If you have

a light soil, you can apply a light application of a balanced
fertilizer now. You can give them some water during this
month but in all cases stop watering at least two weeks
before you plan to dig them out for replanting or get rid of.
Remember we will need surplus for our sales we have

in August.

Beardless irises pretty much can do without water in the
summer in our coastal climate. I never water my Pacificas
in the summer months. If it doesn’t rain I will begin
watering them some about a month before I plan to dig
them up.

If you have reblooming irises they do appreciate some water
in the summer to help them perform and bloom in the late
summer month and early fall. In our climate on the Coast
some rebloom will occur on varieties that are not likely to
rebloom elsewhere. So enjoy our bounty. %% Joe
